Rules and Regulations
1) This is an open handicap race.  Only monohull sailboats are eligible to enter. 

2) Handicapping will be done using PHRF rules and formulas.  Boats with no equivalent boat in the handicapping system will be awarded the closest handicap as determined by the Race Committee.

3) Use of power after the five-minute warning or during the race will result in automatic disqualification. 

4) The race is limited to non-professionals. 

5) There is no restriction on the number of crew members. 

6) Each mark must be rounded in the specified direction.  The direction will be discussed and determined at the Captain’s meeting.  The honor system will apply. 

7) The race will be postponed if the weather conditions are not favorable.  The final decision will be made by the Race Commodore.  In the event of light wind, the committee boat will consider shortening or calling the race.  
8) The entry feel will be $15.00 per boat and collected at the Captain’s meeting or on the day of the race.  This fee will be used to defer expenses of the race.  

9) Start and Finish:

a. All boats start together or if agreed by the Captains a staggered start will be acceptable. 

b. Any boat that crosses the starting line before the starting gun must cross the starting line again after the gun.  The boat that is re-starting looses all right of way. 

c. The start and finish lines are marked by buoys and the committee boat. 

d. The committee boat will start the race as follows:

i. 10-minute gun and a WHITE flag will be raised 

ii. 5-minute gun and a BLUE flag will be raised

iii. 1 minute before the designed starting time a RED flag will be raised, AND a horn will be sounded in a long blast

iv. At the race start the RED flag will be lowered and a horn will be sounded in a short blast 

10) The course will be determined at the Captain’s meeting.
11) Any protest will be handled immediately after the race.  The protest will be heard by the Race Committee and the Captains.
12) The “720 Rule” will apply unless a boat is damaged or cannot comply for any other reason of safety. 

13) All boats will have the required safety items as specified by the US Coast Guard.

14) All boats will have the ability to communicate with the committee boat.  
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
